“ONE MORE NIGHT WITH THE FROGS!”

Exodus 8:8-10

“Then Pharaoh called for Moses and Aaron, and said, Entreat the LORD, that he may take away the frogs from me, and from my people; and I will let the people go, that they may do sacrifice unto the LORD. 

9 And Moses said unto Pharaoh, Glory over me: when shall I entreat for thee, and for thy servants, and for thy people, to destroy the frogs from thee and thy houses, [that] they may remain in the river only? 

10 And he said, tomorrow. And he said, [Be it] according to thy word: that thou mayest know that [there is] none like unto the LORD our God.”

Can you imagine what you have just read? I mean the land had been over-run by frogs! Note verse 3:

Exodus 8:3 “And the river shall bring forth frogs abundantly, which shall go up and come into thine house, and into thy bedchamber, and upon thy bed, and into the house of thy servants, and upon thy people, and into thine ovens, and into thy kneading troughs:”

Can you imagine living with your house, your bed, your stove and your pantry filled with frogs? If this were not bad enough, you had an opportunity to get rid of them --- AND THEN ASK TO SPEND ONE MORE NIGHT WITH THE FROGS????

Folks, this is exactly what Pharaoh did! He was so stooped in sin, he knew he should leave --- even wanted to leave --- but asked to stay just one more night!

The Bible is filled with people who wanted to spend one more night with the frogs!

1. FELIX WANTED A MORE CONVENIENT SEASON!

Acts 24:25 “And as he reasoned of righteousness, temperance, and judgment to come, Felix trembled, and answered, Go thy way for this time; when I have a convenient season, I will call for thee.”

A. Here is a man who stood trembling --- under such conviction from the Holy Spirit --- but he chose one more night with the frogs!

1. As far as we know, Felix never left his frogs.

2. Each time we say no, the next just comes easier and easier until finally, the frogs of life have us!

B. Felix was not an idiot as far as knowledge goes. He had power, position and prestige, or so he thought, but in reality, they had him and today Felix burns in Hell because he chose to spend one more night with the frogs!

II. THE RICH YOUNG MAN WANTED HIS POSSESSIONS!

Matthew 19:20-22 “The young man saith unto him, All these things have I kept from my youth up: what lack I yet? 

21 Jesus said unto him, If thou wilt be perfect, go [and] sell that thou hast, and give to the poor, and thou shalt have treasure in heaven: and come [and] follow me. 

22 But when the young man heard that saying, he went away sorrowful: for he had great possessions.”

A. If you don’t want to know, don’t ask! Jesus will tell you what you need to do!

1. Here is a good man! He has kept the law from his youth. He didn’t flitter away his youth as we allow our youth to do today. His youth was productive.

2. He came to Jesus, and this certainly is the thing to do!

B. He was seeking Eternal Life! WOW! Isn’t that exciting?! However, there was one thing that stood in his way --- his positions and the sad thing is if he had followed Jesus, everything he gave away would have come back at least 30 fold --- or in simple Arkansas language, he would have had 30 times more than he was asked to give away --- plus eternal life!

C. However, as far as we know, he continued to spend his nights with the frogs and lost his soul.

III. ANANIAS AND SAPPHIRA WANTED THE APPLAUSE OF THEIR FELLOWMAN!

Acts 5:1-11 “But a certain man named Ananias, with Sapphira his wife, sold a possession, 

2 And kept back [part] of the price, his wife also being privy [to it], and brought a certain part, and laid [it] at the apostles' feet. 

3 But Peter said, Ananias, why hath Satan filled thine heart to lie to the Holy Ghost, and to keep back [part] of the price of the land? 

4 Whiles it remained, was it not thine own? and after it was sold, was it not in thine own power? why hast thou conceived this thing in thine heart? thou hast not lied unto men, but unto God. 

5 And Ananias hearing these words fell down, and gave up the ghost: and great fear came on all them that heard these things. 

6 And the young men arose, wound him up, and carried [him] out, and buried [him]. 

7 And it was about the space of three hours after, when his wife, not knowing what was done, came in. 

8 And Peter answered unto her, Tell me whether ye sold the land for so much? And she said, Yea, for so much. 

9 Then Peter said unto her, How is it that ye have agreed together to tempt the Spirit of the Lord? behold, the feet of them which have buried thy husband [are] at the door, and shall carry thee out. 

10 Then fell she down straightway at his feet, and yielded up the ghost: and the young men came in, and found her dead, and, carrying [her] forth, buried [her] by her husband. 

11 And great fear came upon all the church, and upon as many as heard these things.”

A. Here is a very sad situation. We have a family that God has blessed beyond compare. They are accustomed to giving a tithe and large amounts for the work of the Lord. As a matter of fact, they gave so much that no one suspected a thing --- except the Holy Spirit!

B. The early church had experienced “Spiritual Giving” rather than giving a set amount as the Law required. If they were going to do what God required under the “New Covenant,” they were going to have to have God in on more than 10 percent of their lives! He must be in on 100 percent or it would not be enough!

C. The early church sold everything! They belonged to God and when He told them to do something, they did it and God was blessing above measure!

D. Ananias and Sapphira wanted in on this but they did not want to pay the price, so they lied to man, or so they thought, but God takes things personal! Ananias and Sapphira chose to spend the night with the frogs instead of getting in on the blessings of God!

Conclusion: WOW! Can you imagine selling your soul for one more night with the frogs?

And yet, this is exactly what we do every time we put God second in anything.

I’m going to ask people all over this auditorium to GIVE UP YOUR FROGS, whatever they are, and place your heart and life in the hands of Jesus.

Pharaoh, Felix, the Rich Young Man and certainly Ananias and Sapphira would tell you that another day with the frogs simply is not worth the cost.
