“Run To The Table!”

1st Corinthians 11:23-26

“For I have received of the Lord that which also I delivered unto you, that the Lord Jesus the same night in which he was betrayed took bread: 

24 And when he had given thanks, he brake it, and said, Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you: this do in remembrance of me. 

25 After the same manner also he took the cup, when he had supped, saying, this cup is the new testament in my blood: this do ye, as oft as ye drink it, in remembrance of me. 

26 For as often as ye eat this bread, and drink this cup, ye do shew the Lord’s death till he come.”

Let’s look at our text again and let God minister truth to us from His table:

I. NOTE THE SIX STARTLING FACTS!

1. The bread represents His body that was given for us (v24). This is for our healing.

2. The cup represents His blood that He shed for us (v25). This is for our salvation through the New Covenant.

3. The supper is to be observed until He returns (v26). This is for our victory, both now and hereafter.

4. The supper is a temporary ordinance --- until He returns (v26). (He IS Coming Again)!

5. The supper shows His death (vs. 24 and 25).

6. The supper is for one purpose: To call our attention to Him (vs. 24 and 25).

But to the vast majority of believers --- all they remember is that He died! They saw it happen!

Luke 23:52-56 (KJV) “This man (Joseph of Arimathaea) went unto Pilate, and begged the body of Jesus.

53 And he took it down, and wrapped it in linen, and laid it in a sepulchre that was hewn in stone, wherein never man before was laid. 

54 And that day was the preparation, and the Sabbaths drew on. 

55 And the women also, which came with him from Galilee, followed after, and beheld the sepulchre, and how His body was laid. 

56 And they returned, and prepared spices and ointments; and rested the Sabbath day according to the commandment.”


A. Let’s bury Him. He IS dead! This is what we do when people die!

B. Sure, they believed He would return but all their hopes and dreams WERE FOR THE FUTURE!

But before we get too harsh with them, let’s remember that most of us live our lives as if He IS STILL DEAD! Our hope also is in His return!

C. Of the more than 8000 promises in the Bible, we live as if there were only two: He came and died and He is coming again!

II. WELL, HE IS COMING AGAIN, BUT HE HAS A PRESENT-DAY MINISTRY!

A. Sure, He came and lived a victorious life, but not for Himself --- He did it for us!

B. Sure, He took all our sins --- past, present and future --- to the cross and died --- but it was for us!


C. Sure, He was buried --- but He arose --- for us!

D. And today --- this very moment --- He sits at the Father’s side --- making intercession for us!


E. And one day soon --- He is coming again --- FOR US!

Jesus said, “When you observe My supper --- THINK ON THESE THINGS!”

He is saying to us today:



1. Remember that My body was broken --- FOR YOU!



2. My blood was shed --- FOR YOU!



3. You are Mine and I am yours!



4. I will NEVER leave you or forsake you!



5. I lived My life --- FOR YOU!
John 10:10 (KJV) “The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that YOU might have life, and that YOU might have it more abundantly.”

It may be Wednesday now in your life --- but remember:
III. SUNDAY IS COMING!
Mark 16:1-20 (KJV) “And when the Sabbath was past, Mary Magdalene, and Mary the [mother] of James, and Salome, had bought sweet spices, that they might come and anoint him. 

2 And very early in the morning the first [day] of the week, they came unto the sepulchre at the rising of the sun. 

3 And they said among themselves, Who shall roll us away the stone from the door of the sepulchre? 

4 And when they looked, they saw that the stone was rolled away: for it was very great. 

5 And entering into the sepulchre, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, clothed in a long white garment; and they were affrighted. 

6 And he saith unto them, Be not affrighted: Ye seek Jesus of Nazareth, which was crucified: he is risen; he is not here: behold the place where they laid him. 

7 But go your way, tell his disciples and Peter that he goeth before you into Galilee: there shall ye see him, as he said unto you. 

8 And they went out quickly, and fled from the sepulchre; for they trembled and were amazed: neither said they any thing to any [man]; for they were afraid. 

9 Now when [Jesus] was risen early the first [day] of the week, he appeared first to Mary Magdalene, out of whom he had cast seven devils. 

10 [And] she went and told them that had been with him, as they mourned and wept. 

11 And they, when they had heard that he was alive, and had been seen of her, believed not. 

12 After that he appeared in another form unto two of them, as they walked, and went into the country. 

13 And they went and told [it] unto the residue: neither believed they them. 

14 Afterward he appeared unto the eleven as they sat at meat, and upbraided them with their unbelief and hardness of heart, because they believed not them which had seen him after he was risen. 

15 And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature. 

16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned. 

17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues; 

18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover. 

19 So then after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into heaven, and sat on the right hand of God. 

20 And they went forth, and preached every where, the Lord working with [them], and confirming the word with signs following. Amen.”
When trouble comes ---RUN TO THE TABLE!

Do you need to be saved? RUN TO THE TABLE!

Do you need healing? RUN TO THE TABLE!

Do you need your bills paid? RUN TO THE TABLE!

Do you need a friend? RUN TO THE TABLE!

Until I return ---whatever you need --- RUN TO THE TABLE!

Psalm 23:5-6 (KJV) "Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. 

6 Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me all the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of the LORD for ever."

When you get out of bed in the morning, say:

"Come on Goodness! Come on Mercy! We have a job to do!"
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
