C. Happy, Joy filled believers cause people to want to go to
Heaven.

Most are too busy
building a life here on earth. They think this is all there is—and most
church goers feel the same. Oh, they won’t come out and say it but
they don’t have to. They say it by the way they live!

A. A place of incomparable beauty
I. Corinthians 2:9 (KJV) “But as it is written, Eye hath not seen,

nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the
things which God hath prepared for them that love him.”

B. A place of purity and holiness

Revelation 21:27 (KJV) “And there shall in no wise enter into it
any thing that defileth, neither [whatsoever] worketh abomination,

or [maketh] a lie: but they which are written in the Lamb's book of
life.”

C. Heaven is a place without sin or any of sin’s consequences:
War, hatred, crime, disease, punishment.

D. Heaven is a place without sorrow or sadness, or
death—ONLY PERPETUAL JOY!

A. The higher order of beings: Angels, Seraphim, Cherubim —
those Holy, shining, singing servants of God, worshiping the

Lamb before His Throne

B. The redeemed of all the ages — saints, prophets, patriarchs,
apostles, martyrs.

1. Someone has estimated that there have been more
than 75 million put to death for Jesus’ sake!

C. Our loved ones, friends, family, pastors who led the way, S.
S. teachers, deacons — all those who showed us the way and

taught us the truth!

D. But as great as all these are and will be, they are pale in
comparison with the joy of catching just one glimpse of Jesus!

Note what the hymn writer pinned:

Jesus paid it all

all to Him I owe
sin had left a crimson stain
He washed it white as snow

IN HEAVEN!

A. Think of all the places that we cannot go and the things we
cannot do down here, for one reason or another.

1. Not enough education, lack of money, the color of
our skin
