(34) Therefore do not worry about tomorrow, for tomorrow will worry about itself. Each day has enough trouble of its own.”

Are you RICH TOWARD GOD “concerning your priorities,” or are you just kidding yourself and living as if some how everyone will be automatically saved?
Ezekiel 3:18 (KJS) “When I say unto the wicked, Thou shalt surely die; and thou givest him not warning, nor speakest to warn the wicked from his wicked way, to save his life; the same wicked man shall die in his iniquity; but his blood will I require at thine hand.”
111. WORSHIPING GOD WILL NEVER FADE AWAY!

A. Ask most church people the correct way to Worship God and they will point to their particular church, as if this is the way the church in the Bible Worshiped God!
John 4:23-24 (KJS) “But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshipers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship Him. 
(24) God is a Spirit: and they that worship Him must worship Him in spirit and in truth.”

B. Since Jesus said “Spirit and Truth,” there must be “Flesh and Error” Worship, which is NOT Worship, but rather man doing what he thinks Worship should be! 
So, what do we do? We DO what the Bible says! When we come to a verse that says, “Raise your hands,” WE GET THEM UP!

—When He says “Shout,” WE CUT LOOSE!

—When He says, “Use every musical instrument,” WE START PICKING, PECKING AND BLOWING! 
Have you Worshiped God yet, in Spirit and Truth because Spirit and Truth Worship will NEVER fade away and is “Rich toward God!”
 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1“True Riches Never Fade Away!”
Bible Passage: Luke 12:15-21

Text: Luke 12:15

(NIV) “Then He said to them, Watch out! Be on your guard against all kinds of greed; a man’s life does not consist in the abundance of his possessions.”

“All I want is the land next to mine!” This has become man’s motto, even though he may not realize it! We think, “When it’s all over, the man with the most toys wins!”
The problem with this however is, “We don’t get to take the toys WITH US when we die!
There are only TWO THINGS that count at death:


1. Have we RECEIVED JESUS as Savior and Lord, and


2. Have we BEEN OBEDIENT to His every command?

Look again at verse 20 and 21:

“But God said to him, You fool! This very night your life will be demanded from you. Then who will get what you have prepared for yourself?
(21) This is how it will be with anyone who stores up things for himself but is not rich toward God.”
“Things” are to be used FOR GOD, not hoarded for one’s self!
We have been taught to “Get all we can, Can all we get, and sit on the can!” God says;
Luke 6:38 (NIV) “Give, and it will be given to you. A good measure, pressed down, shaken together and running over, will be poured into your lap. For with the measure you use, it will be measured to you.”

So, this morning, let’s think about some ways we can be “rich toward God.” Let’s look at the things that NEVER fade away!

I. TRAINING FOR SERVICE WILL NEVER FADE AWAY!
I remember the times I was approached to serve God! 

1. “Bill, will you teach our 9 thru 12 year old boys?”

2. “Bill, will you teach our Young Men’s class?”

3. “Bill, will you serve as a Deacon?”

And then, as sure as I know my name, God said, “Bill, will you preach My Word?”
Every step I took TRAINED ME for the next, and yet, no one has ever been any “greener” than me at each new step!

God IS NOT worried about our ABILITIES! He concerns Himself with our BEING AVAILABLE!

Are you RICH TOWARD GOD “In Training” for the Master? All other “training” will fade away!

II. SOUL WINNING WILL NEVER FADE AWAY!
A. Most church going people ARE busy! There is always something to do, and yet, we let the most important go undone!

Proverbs 11:30 (KJV) “The fruit of the righteous is a tree of life; and he that winneth souls is wise.” 

1. Folks, it’s wise to do what God says!

B. Our job as a church is to do what Jesus Luke 19:10 (KJV) “For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost.”


1. This is our job also! It is “being rich toward God.”


2. “But Pastor, I don’t have time!”

Matthew 23:23 (NIV) “Woe to you, teachers of the law and Pharisees, you hypocrites! You give a tenth of your spices--mint, dill and cummin. But you have neglected the more important matters of the law--justice, mercy and faithfulness. You should have practiced the latter, without neglecting the former.”
 Matthew 6:24-34 (NIV) “No one can serve two masters. Either he will hate the one and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve both God and Money. 

(25) Therefore I tell you, do not worry about your life, what you will eat or drink; or about your body, what you will wear. Is not life more important than food, and the body more important than clothes?

(26) Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable than they? 
(27) Who of you by worrying can add a single hour to his life? 
(28) And why do you worry about clothes? See how the lilies of the field grow. They do not labor or spin.
(29) Yet I tell you that not even Solomon in all his splendor was dressed like one of these. 
(30) If that is how God clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and tomorrow is thrown into the fire, will he not much more clothe you, O you of little faith? 
(31) So do not worry, saying, What shall we eat? or What shall we drink? or What shall we wear? 
(32) For the pagans run after all these things, and your heavenly Father knows that you need them. 

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1(33) But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well.
